Distinctive curriculum offerings:  
Geraldton Grammar School has a strong academic 
focus, offering a broad range of subjects. Each year, 
approximately 70% of students go on to tertiary 
studies. For non-tertiary bound students, the school 
is a member of the consortium that has access to the 
Geraldton Regional Trade Training Centre. In 2016, 
Geraldton Grammar School has expanded our 
language program to align with our sister schoolsô 
program and offered Chinese from pre-primary 
through to year 11. In 2017, this will be expanded to 
include kindy and year 12. 
 
Our successful literacy practices in our primary 
school include the Big Write philosophy and the 
Brightpath program. In 2017, the Brightpath program 
will extend into the middle school due to its success 
in next step learning and teacher professional 
development.  
 
The primary school has introduced best practice 
STEM programs to focus on critical and creative 
problem solving under the umbrellas of science 
investigations, engineering challenges and a 
comprehensive computational thinking program 
using a wide variety of robotic devices.

In middle school, we offer a large number of elective 
subjects in conjunction with a strong academic base 
as would be expected in a school of our calibre. All 
students study English, mathematics, humanities 
and social science, science, Chinese, health and 
physical education together with electives in: the arts 
(visual arts, music, media arts and drama), and the 
technologies (computing/coding, technology 
materials, design technology and food technology). 
 
In senior school, there are 30 subject offerings 
including ATAR and General subject offerings. 
Subjects such as English Literature, Philosophy and 
Ethics, Chemistry, Physics, Specialist Mathematics, 
Outdoor Education, Music and Drama complement 
the expected range of senior school subjects. 
Vocational courses are also facilitated both on and 
off campus. In 2016, students studied 16 different 
vocational education options including work 
placement arrangements. Planning is underway to 
increase the on-site certificate offerings for 2018. 
 
Co-curricular activities:  
At Geraldton Grammar School, we offer a broad 
range of co-curricular opportunities.  
 
Over 20 sports and associated clubs are available for 
students to participate in each year. Sports currently 
on offer include: touch rugby, AFL football, tennis, 
surfing, badminton, table tennis, football (soccer), 
hockey, swimming, netball, basketball, cross country 
and athletics.

Staff professional learning: 

Staff members were engaged in whole school, 
subschool, learning area, pastoral and personal 
professional learning. The focus areas in 2016 were 
ATAR courses, early years education, new Western 
Australian curriculum courses including digital 
technologies, Health and Physical Education, and 
mental health first aid. The Professional learning 
investment was $1,400 per person including teacher 
relief costs on average. All teachers met the 
requirements of the Teacher Registration Board of 
Western Australia (TRBWA).
